Michael Peter Logan of Jacksonville, Florida, died peacefully on May 10,
2023, with his family at his side. He was 74 years old. Michael was born
September 2, 1948, to the late Robert Herkert Logan and Marion Gertrude
Pasewark at Camp Kilmer, North Brunswick, New Jersey. A Navy veteran, he
served on the U.S.S. King during the Vietham War, receiving the Vietnam
Service Medal with four bronze stars. With the assistance of the G.I. Bill, he
became the first college graduate in his family, earning a Bachelor and Master
of Science. At the start of his professional career at Bell Laboratories (now
AT&T), he was at the forefront of early computing technology. He was later
recruited by Siemens Corporation and eventually started his own

consulting firm, Milo Software Consulting.

After his retirement, he was an active volunteer and contributor to numerous
organizations, such as Equality Florida, the Humane Society, NPR, PBS, and
Planned Parenthood. He provided free tax services for the AARP, volunteered
at arts festivals, and canvassed for political campaigns.

He is survived by his sister, Lynn M. Meyerson, his daughters, Keri and Dana
Logan, two grandchildren, Erin and Ronan Sullivan, and his ex-wife Patricia
Walker, with whom he maintained a life-long friendship.
